The durable, two-layer construction protects the roof membrane, while the diamond-cut
pattern and cross-directional top ribs ensures a firm under foot grip. It contours over
uneven surfaces, including membrane seams, ramps and changes in levels, and is easy to
cut on site to fit around obstacles and machinery. The matting remains stable in winds

up to 60mph (96km/h), and the vinyl composition means that it's naturally resistant to
bacteria growth.
